b. Discussion and possible motion regarding Ordinance 2016-02 amending Article X Sign Regulation.  Sergeant reviewed updates to ordinance since last meeting.  The goal of the update is to address issues with new types of temporary signs and lack of size and time limits on some temporary signage.  The commission discussed the proposed updates and recommended altering the banner requirements to 15 days per quarter without a permit, and 30 days per quarter with a permit.  It was also recommended to increase the allowable size of a banner and increase the time allowed for community banners.
